Facing the people the priest says:
Pray, brethren (brothers and sisters),
that my sacrifice and yours
may be acceptable to God,
the almighty Father.

May the Lord accept the sacrifice at 
your hands
for the praise and glory of his name,
for our good, and the good of all 
his holy Church.

You are indeed Holy, O Lord,
the fount of all holiness.
The  Priest joins his hands and, holding them
extended over the offerings, says:
Make holy, therefore, these gifts, we 
pray,
by sending down your Spirit upon
them like the dewfall,
so that they may become for us
the Body X and Blood of our Lord, 
Jesus Christ.

At the time he was betrayed
and entered willingly into his Passion,
he took bread and, giving thanks,   
broke it,
and gave it to his disciples, saying:

TAKE THIS, ALL OF YOU, AND EAT 
OF IT,
FOR THIS IS MY BODY,
WHICH WILL BE GIVEN UP FOR YOU.
In a similar way, when supper was 
ended,
he took the chalice
and, once more giving thanks,
he gave it to his disciples, saying:

TAKE THIS, ALL OF YOU, AND 
DRINK FROM IT,
FOR THIS IS THE CHALICE OF MY 
BLOOD,
THE BLOOD OF THE NEW AND 
ETERNAL COVENANT,
WHICH WILL BE POURED OUT FOR 
YOU AND FOR MANY
FOR THE FORGIVENESS OF SINS.
DO THIS IN MEMORY OF ME.

At the Saviour’s command
and formed by divine teaching,
we dare to say:
Our Father, who art in heaven . . .

Deliver us, Lord, we pray, from every evil,
graciously grant peace in our days,
that, by the help of your mercy,
we may be always free from sin
and safe from all distress,
as we await the blessed hope
and the coming of our Saviour, Jesus
Christ.

Then the Priest, with hands extended, says:
Therefore, as we celebrate the
memorial of his Death and 
Resurrection, we offer you, Lord,
the Bread of life and the Chalice of 
salvation,
giving thanks that you have held us 
worthy to be in your presence and
minister to you.
Humbly we pray
that, partaking of the Body and Blood 
of Christ,
we may be gathered into one by the 
Holy Spirit.

Remember, Lord, your Church,
spread throughout the world,
and bring her to the fullness of charity,
together with Francis, our Pope, 
N. our Bishop, his assistant Bishop(s), 
and all the clergy.
Remember also our brothers and 
sisters who have fallen asleep in the
hope of the resurrection,
and all who have died in your mercy:
welcome them into the light of your 
face.
Have mercy on us all, we pray,
that with the Blessed Virgin Mary, 
Mother of God, with blessed Joseph,
her Spouse, with the blessed
Apostles, and all the Saints who have
pleased you throughout the ages,
we may merit to be coheirs to eternal 
life,
and may praise and glorify you
through your Son, Jesus Christ.

The Priest takes the chalice and the paten
with the host and, elevating both, he says:

Through him, and with him, and in  
him,
O God, almighty Father,
in the unity of the Holy Spirit,
all glory and honour is yours,
for ever and ever.
Amen.

The priest pours wine and a little water
into the chalice, saying quietly:
By the mystery of this water and wine
may we come to share in the divinity 
of Christ,
who humbled himself to share in our
humanity.

Raising the chalice, the priest says:
Blessed are you, Lord, God of all 
creation, for through your goodness
we have received the wine we offer
you: fruit of the vine and work of
human hands,
it will become our spiritual drink.
Blessed be God for ever.
Bowing the priest says quietly:
With humble spirit and contrite heart
may we be accepted by you, O Lord,
and may our sacrifice in your sight
this day be pleasing to you, O Lord.
Then the priest washes his hands, saying
quietly:
Wash me, O Lord, from my iniquity;
and cleanse me from my sin.

For, with the old order destroyed,
a universe cast down is renewed,
and integrity of life is restored to us in
Christ.
Therefore, overcome with paschal joy,
every land, every people exults in
your praise
and even the heavenly Powers, with
the angelic hosts,
sing together the unending hymn of
your glory, as they acclaim:

The mystery of faith
We proclaim your Death, O Lord,
and profess your Resurrection
until you come again.

The priest says quietly:
May the receiving of your Body and 
Blood,

and a healing remedy.
Raising the host the priest says:

Behold the Lamb of God,
behold him who takes away the sins of    
the world.
Blessed are those called to the supper 
of the Lamb.

And together with the people he says once:

Lord, I am not worthy
that you should enter under my roof,
but only say the word
and my soul shall be healed.

I am the Bread of life;
You who come to me shall not hunger;
and who believe in me shall not thirst.
No-one can come to me
unless the Father draw him.
And I will raise you up, 
and I will raise you up,
and I will raise you up on the last day.
The bread that I will give 
is my flesh for the life of the world
and if you eat of this bread,
you shall live forever, 
you shall live forever. R.
Unless you eat of the flesh of the
Son of Man,

and drink of his blood,
and drink of his blood,
you shall not have life within you.  R.
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Lord, make my love for you not be just
words and mere talk; let it be something
real and active.
Help me to believe more firmly in you,

to keep all your commandments, 
so that you may live in me and I may live
in you. Cut off from you I can do literally
nothing – just like a withered branch that
is thrown into the fire.
As the branch cannot bear fruit by

itself unless it abides in the vine, neither
can I unless I abide in you.
With you, I can do all things and live a

fruitful life. I want now to accept the trials
and difficulties that may come my way.
I know that they come from the loving

hands of the Father who prunes me so
that I may bear more fruit and become in
truth you disciple.
Lord I pray for your Church: give her

peace and build her up so that she may
walk in reverential fear of you,
and in the comfort of the Holy Spirit.
